7. Separation from the Father. Mark 15:34: … “My God! My God, why have You forsaken Me?” 2 Cor 4:9: … persecuted, but not forsaken …
8. Lack. Prov 10:22: The blessing of the Lord makes one rich, And He adds no sorrow with it. Phil 4:19: And my God shall supply all your need according to His riches in glory by Christ Jesus.
