Reproof of Sin, Righteousness and Judgement
John 16:7–11. Nevertheless I tell you the truth; it is expedient for you that I go away: for if I go not away, the Comforter will not come unto you; but if I depart, I will send him to you. And where he is come, he will reprove the world of sin, and of righteousness, and of judgment: Of sin, because they believe not on me; Of righteousness, because I go to my Father, and ye see me no more; Of judgment, because the prince of this world is judged (KJV).

It is better that Jesus went away, because that made it possible that every Christian be filled with the Holy Spirit. When we are filled daily with the Holy Spirit it makes the Christian life easy.

Reprove of Sin

The word “reprove” (also translated “convict”) has a stronger meaning in the Greek, similar to “convince.” To put it another way, the Holy Spirit was to eradicate all negatives in the lives of people.
Reprove of Righteousness

The Holy Spirit will convict us of what righteousness is in Christ; that we did not save ourselves, but need to see that our Substitute was accepted by the Father. He is to give us a full revelation of how righteous Christ is. We trust in this. Furthermore He convicts us of the fact that we are not subject to a set of rules (see Colossians 2:14 below), but that because we are in Christ, he has made us new creations (2 Corinthians 5:17). Unrighteous behaviour is not an option for a new creation. We need to preach this positive message like Noah did, who was “a preacher of righteousness” (2 Peter 2:5).

Reprove of Judgement

The Holy Spirit also convicts us that the devil is defeated:

John 12:31. “Now is the judgment of this world; now the ruler of his world will be cast out” (NKJ).
Hebrews 2:14, 15. Inasmuch then as the children have partaken of flesh and blood, He Himself likewise shared in the same, that through death He might destroy him who had the power of death, that is, the devil, and release those who through fear of death were all their lifetime subject to bondage (NKJ).
1 John 3:8. …For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that He might destroy the works of the devil (NKJ).
Colossians 2:13–15. And you, being dead in your trespasses and the uncircumcision of your flesh, He has made alive together with Him, having forgiven you all the trespasses, having wiped out the handwriting of requirements that was against us, which was contrary to us. And He has taken it out of the way, having nailed it to the cross. Having disarmed principalities and powers, He made a public spectacle of them, triumphing over them in it (NKJ).
This work of the Holy Spirit has a very positive affect on our lives and makes our walk with Christ undemanding. We therefore need to always be filled with the Spirit.
