Our Victory Enforced
Man’s Dominion

1 Peter 5: 6–11: Therefore humble yourselves [demote, lower yourselves in your own estimation] under the mighty hand of God, that in due time He may exalt you, Casting the whole of your care [all your anxieties, all your worries, all your concerns, once and for all] on Him, for He cares for you affectionately and cares about you watchfully. Be well balanced (temperate, sober of mind), be vigilant and cautious at all times; for that enemy of yours, the devil, roams around like a lion roaring [in fierce hunger], seeking someone to seize upon and devour. Withstand him; be firm in faith [against his onset—rooted, established, strong, immovable, and determined], knowing that the same (identical) sufferings are appointed to your brotherhood (the whole body of Christians) throughout the world. And after you have suffered a little while, the God of all grace [Who imparts all blessing and favor], Who has called you to His [own] eternal glory in Christ Jesus, will Himself complete and make you what you ought to be, establish and ground you securely, and strengthen, and settle you. To Him be the dominion (power, authority, rule) forever and ever. Amen (so be it) (AMP, Bold emphasis ours).

It is difficult to understand spiritual warfare. If Jesus has won the victory, then why do we battle? What is the fight about?
We underestimated the devil. We underestimated our role in taking authority over the devil.
Adam in the garden was given dominion over every crawling thing—which would have been the serpent too (Gen 1:28). Man’s role is akin to the SAPS: we are to enforce the law and authority which Jesus has taken. There was no wall around the garden because God had given Adam authority.
Satan definitely has a role of resistance. We have mocked the devil. There has been a pendulum swing. We used to be afraid and now we dismiss him. We must have respect for our adversary.
Examples of Resistance from the Devil

Jude 1:9. But when [even] the archangel Michael, contending with the devil, judicially argued (disputed) about the body of Moses, he dared not [presume to] bring an abusive condemnation against him, but [simply] said, The Lord rebuke you! (AMP)
Daniel 10:12–14, 20, 21. Then he said to me, Fear not, Daniel, for from the first day that you set your mind and heart to understand and to humble yourself before your God, your words were heard, and I have come as a consequence of [and in response to] your words. But the prince of the kingdom of Persia withstood me for twenty-one days. Then Michael, one of the chief [of the celestial] princes, came to help me, for I remained there with the kings of Persia. Now I have come to make you understand what is to befall your people in the latter days, for the vision is for [many] days yet to come. … Then he said, Do you know why I have come to you? And now I will return to fight with the [hostile] prince of Persia; and when I have gone, behold, the [hostile] prince of Greece will come. But I will tell you what is inscribed in the writing of truth or the Book of Truth. There is no one who holds with me and strengthens himself against these [hostile spirit forces] except Michael, your prince [national guardian angel] (AMP, Bold emphasis ours).
The devil resisted a message from God for twenty-one days. A woman in China was named Gospel. She was saved after being healed at an early age. The church prayed for her for two days. What would have happened if the church had stopped praying after one day?
1 Chronicles 21:1. Satan [an adversary] stood up against Israel and stirred up David to number Israel (AMP).

Job 1:6–8. Now there was a day when the sons (the angels) of God came to present themselves before the Lord, and Satan (the adversary and accuser) also came among them. And the Lord said to Satan, From where did you come? Then Satan answered the Lord, From going to and fro on the earth and from walking up and down on it. And the Lord said to Satan, Have you considered My servant Job, that there is none like him on the earth, a blameless and upright man, one who [reverently] fears God and abstains from and shuns evil [because it is wrong]? (AMP, Bold emphasis ours)
Zechariah 3:1–3. Then [the guiding angel] showed me Joshua the high priest standing before the Angel of the Lord, and Satan standing at Joshua’s right hand to be his adversary and to accuse him. And the Lord said to Satan, The Lord rebuke you, O Satan! Even the Lord, Who [now and habitually] chooses Jerusalem, rebuke you! Is not this [returned captive Joshua] a brand plucked out of the fire? Now Joshua was clothed with filthy garments and was standing before the Angel [of the Lord] (AMP, Bold emphasis ours).
2 Corinthians 2:10, 11. To whom ye forgive any thing, I forgive also: for if I forgave any thing, to whom I forgave it, for your sakes forgave I it in the person of Christ; Lest Satan should get an advantage of us: for we are not ignorant of his devices (KJV). 

1 Thessalonians 2:18. Because it was our will to come to you. [I mean that] I, Paul, again and again [wanted to come], but Satan hindered and impeded us (AMP).

Satan constantly seems to be working against us in heaven to resist us. We have been speaking about blessing. Do you think he wants you to be blessed? But do you want to stay in the position that you are in? Salvation is free, but we don’t know what it takes to go forward and push back the works of resistance of the devil.

Winning the Battle

Ephesians 6:12. For we are not wrestling with flesh and blood [contending only with physical opponents], but against the despotisms, against the powers, against [the master spirits who are] the world rulers of this present darkness, against the spirit forces of wickedness in the heavenly (supernatural) sphere (AMP).

Luke 10:17–20. The seventy returned with joy, saying, Lord, even the demons are subject to us in Your name! And He said to them, I saw Satan falling like a lightning [flash] from heaven. Behold! I have given you authority and power to trample upon serpents and scorpions, and [physical and mental strength and ability] over all the power that the enemy [possesses]; and nothing shall in any way harm you. Nevertheless, do not rejoice at this, that the spirits are subject to you, but rejoice that your names are enrolled in heaven (AMP).

We win the battle against Satan by:

· Taking authority over him.

· Bringing God’s goodness and blessing.

· Entering into the fourth dimension.

· Working in unity.

· Refusing to gossip and break down.

· Revoking and cancelling the curses that are spoken over us.

· Being part of the body and praying together in unity.
Matthew 11:12. And from the days of John the Baptist until the present time, the kingdom of heaven has endured violent assault, and violent men seize it by force [as a precious prize—a share in the heavenly kingdom is sought with most ardent zeal and intense exertion] (AMP).
