Transference of Spirits
By Association

1 Corinthians 15:55. Do not easily be misled: “Bad company corrupts good character” (NIV). Do not deceive yourselves: “Evil companionships corrupt good morals” (Weymouth).

The opposite is also true.

1 Samuel 10:12. King Saul got amongst prophets and was so influenced that he prophesied all night and it became a saying, “Is Saul also among the prophets?” (KJV). This was exceptional influence.

When Ps Jimmy gets amongst strong prophets he finds it easier to come back and prophesy. This is so with people who speak and encounter miracles as well. It is far easier to believe God for the miraculous in the right atmosphere with people who have the same heart, focus and gifting.

By Placing a Demand on Someone

Elisha went after Elijah and would not let him go until he had Elijah’s anointing. In fact he demanded a double portion. The condition for him to receive it was that he does not leave him or let him go until he saw him go to heaven (2 Kings 2:9, 10).

Do we understand the principle that applied in this incident?

By Discipleship

Jesus told us to go and make disciples (Matthew 28:19). That demands spending time together, being taught, mentored and disciplined into the image of the spiritual father or mother in Christ.

His disciples went and cast out devils and had miracles like Him. They caught the blessing more than they were taught it (Luke 10:17). Jesus said that they would do greater miracles than He did, because He would go to represent them to the Father (John 14:12).
