Bewildered or “Bewondered”

Resurrection Sunday is not Good Friday. Because of Sunday Jesus is everywhere.

Expect a miracle of no evidence that you ever suffered before. For every hindrance (Friday) there is an expiry date (Sunday). Your problem expired when Jesus rose from the dead.
The Hindrance

Luke 24:1, 2. When the stone or hindrance is rolled away, everything you couldn’t get is yours.

Luke 24:3–7. They were greatly perplexed (v. 4) and afraid (v. 5). They were bewildered.

The Interruption

Luke 24:14–17. In spite of the fact that it was the third day and the promise of verse 7, they were still sad. Expect an interruption of your sadness. During the time of preparation for the Passover they forgot that it is not just a weekend, it is a Passover, meaning that they should pass over from sadness to joy. The events were a hindrance once, but no more: This was the day of divine interruption.

The Invitation

Luke 24:27–29. Jesus explained the past events about Himself and then they invited him to stay with them. We need to invite the Holy Spirit to stay with us, not just for a day, but to remain with us.

The Participation

Luke 24:30–32. It is yours to participate in when the victory is won.

Luke 24:34, 35. During preparation for Easter the Greeks greet one another with, “Beautiful Easter!” but on Resurrection Sunday they hail, “Christ is risen!” to which the answer is given, “Indeed He is risen!”

Luke 24:36–40. After Jesus appeared to them he showed them his wounds. He had five wounds: two in His hands, two in His feet and one in His side. Five is the number of grace. We don’t work to get the blessing; the blessing comes to us because of grace, like Jesus came to them.

The Seven Blessings of Passover

Exodus 23:15, 20–33. God will:

Assign an angel to you (v. 20).


2.
Be an enemy to your enemy (v. 22).


3.
Give you prosperity (v. 25).


4.
Take your sickness away (v. 25).


5.
Bless you with a long life (v. 26).


6.
Increase you as He removes the hindrances (v. 30).


7.
Move your boundaries (v. 31).
