The Story of the Prodigal

Read Luke 15:11–30.
1 John 2:15–17. Do not love the world or the things in the world. If anyone loves the world, the love of the Father is not in him. For all that is in the world—the lust of the eyes, and the pride of life—is not of the Father but is of the world. The world is passing away, and the lust of it; but he who does the will of God abides forever (NKJ).
Luke 15:11–30 tells the story of two different men. Both brothers wanted their father dead because: 

1.
Of a lustful desire for things, what they saw, and the prestige it would give them.


2.
They could not get their inheritance before he died. 


3.
They wanted to be independent from the Father. They neither loved Him nor knew or saw His love for them. Adam and Eve’s sin was trying to be independent from God.

The younger son got what he asked for. The elder son had to get his portion first. He never prevented his brother from taking his portion by refusing to take his, nevertheless he maintained a religious mask, waiting for his father to die so that he could enjoy his inheritance.

Christianity is not a set of rules about what you may or may not desire; it is about the question, do you love your heavenly Father, seeing that He loves you so much.
Questions

1.
Can we be independent from the body of Christ, the church, and still claim to be in love with Jesus?


2.
How does God the Father choose to speak to us? Is it through the fivefold ministry? If not, why did He give them to us?


3.
Do we love the Father: is the love of the Father in us?

We need to show our love by our actions.

James 2:18–20. But someone will say, “You have faith, and I have works.” Show me your faith without your works, and I will show you my faith by my works. You believe that there is one God. You do well. Even the demons believe—and tremble! But do you want to know, O foolish man, that faith without works is dead? (NKJ. Also see vv. 21–26).
Our actions need to be the product of faith working by love and not from any other motive, such as fear or self-righteousness.
Romans 5:5. … the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost … (KJV).
