Christ in You

God Wants to Dwell with Man

God intended to have an intimate relationship with man. When He created man he took the material dust of the earth and blew divine life into it. Man became the connection between the material world and the Spirit of God when he was created.
Genesis 2:7. And the Lord God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life: and man became a living being (NKJ).
However, man sinned and died spiritually. 
Ephesians 2:1. And you He made alive, who were dead in trespasses and sins (NKJ).
Moses was told to build a tabernacle so God could live among man.

Exodus 25:8. “And let them make Me a sanctuary, that I may dwell among them” (NKJ).
God’s New Testament Sanctuary on Earth: First Christ and Now We
John 1:14. And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld His glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth (NKJ).
Jesus was God coming down to tabernacle amongst us. So he became the first man since Adam to bridge the gap between the material world and the Spirit, bring heaven and earth together and allow God’s rule to be restored on earth. We who are born again are to be the body of Christ on this earth.

2 Corinthians 6:16. … For you are the temple of the living God, As God has said: / “I will dwell in them / And walk among them. / I will be their God, / And they shall be My people” (NKJ).
We Cannot Make It Without One Another

1 Corinthians 12:13. For by one Spirit we were all baptized into one body—whether Jews or Greeks, whether slaves or free—and have all been made to drink into one Spirit (NKJ). Also read vv. 21–26.
To be saved we cannot do without one another. We are to reveal Jesus and the Father to the world.

1 Corinthians 6:20. For you were bought at a price; therefore glorify God in your body and in your spirit, which are God’s (NKJ).
You are bought with a price; you are not your own. We cannot live for ourselves, because otherwise we are living selfishly, just as Adam and Eve did, and living independently, which is the sin Satan committed that had him cast out of heaven.
The Often Asked Question

The often asked question is, Where was God when people were suffering? The question is really, Where is the church?
Are we living out Jesus’ life to, on behalf of and for our brothers? Can you withdraw yourself from the gathering together of the saints in view of this, and ought we not to be principally encouraging each other as the day of the Lord approaches? God’s “fault” was in allowing us to have a free will and therefore having the ability to make wrong choices.

Jesus said that our responsibility is to love God with all our heart, soul, mind and strength and our neighbour as ourselves.

Mark 12:30, 31. “ ‘And you shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, with all your soul, with all your mind, and with all your strength.’ This is the first commandment. And the second, like it, is this: ‘You shall love your neighbour as yourself.’ There is no other commandment greater than these” (NKJ).
1 Peter 2:16, 17. … as bondservants of God, honor all people. Love the brotherhood. Fear God. Honor the king (NKJ).
Colossians 1:27. To them God willed to make known what are the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles: which is Christ in you, the hope of glory (NKJ).
The “you” in this scripture is plural which indicates that the hope of glory can only be fulfilled together, not alone.
