Call to Discipleship
Jesus called His disciples a number of times.


1.
Following out of Personal Choice

John 1:26–42, esp. vv. 35–38. The next day John was there again with two of his disciples. When he saw Jesus passing by, he said, “Look, the Lamb of God!” When the two disciples heard him say this, they followed Jesus. Turning around, Jesus saw them following and asked, “What do you want?” They said, “Rabbi” (which means Teacher), “where are you staying?” (NIV)

When John declared that Jesus was the Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world, two of his disciples, probably James and John, followed Jesus. Jesus tersely asked them what they are looking for and they answered, “Where do you live?” Andrew called Peter to join them.

2.
Ceasing Present Activity to Follow the Call 

Matthew 4:18–20. As Jesus was walking beside the Sea of Galilee, he saw two brothers, Simon called Peter and his brother Andrew. They were casting a net into the lake, for they were fishermen. “Come follow me,” Jesus said, “and I will make you fishers of men.” At once they left their nets and followed him. Going on from there, he saw two other brothers, James, son of Zebedee and his brother John. They were in a boat with their father Zebedee, preparing their nets. Jesus called them, and immediately they left the boat and their father and followed him (NIV).

Later on Jesus went past the same three disciples and James as they were mending their nets and He said, “Come follow Me.” They left mending their nets to follow Him.


3.
Forsaking All to Follow the Call
Luke 5:4–11, esp. 5, 6, 8–11. Simon answered, “Master, we’ve worked hard all night and haven’t caught anything. But because you say so, I will let down the nets.” When they had done so, they caught such a large number of fish that their nets began to break. … When Peter saw this, he fell at Jesus’ knees … For he and all his companions were astonished at the catch of fish they had taken, and so were James and John, the sons of Zebedee, Simon’s partners. Then Jesus said to Simon, “… from now on you will catch men.” So they pulled their boats up on shore, left everything and followed him (NIV).
Peter had toiled all night and caught nothing, but had learned that Jesus’ word worked. So he cast his net in and had a huge catch. As a result he left all to follow Jesus. When our faith is high we are more likely to give up all to follow Jesus. Pastor Francis Chan of a megachurch in California left his church, because his success had caused him to put the church before his relationship with the Lord.


4.
Following in Spite of Success and Failure

John 21:15–18. When they had finished eating, Jesus said to Simon Peter, “Simon son of John, do you truly love me more than these?” “Yes, Lord,” he said, “you know that I love you.” Jesus said, “Feed my lambs.” Again Jesus said, “Simon son of John, do you truly love me?” He answered, “Yes, Lord, you know that I love you.” Jesus said, “Take care of my sheep.” The third time he said to him, ”Simon son of John, do you love me?” Peter was hurt because Jesus asked him the third time, “Do you love me?” He said, “Lord, you know all things; you know that I love you.” Jesus said, “Feed my sheep. …” Then he said to him, “Follow me!” (NIV)
Peter denied the Lord three times (John 18:15–18, 25–27) in spite of all the previous calls, the deliverance ministry he had developed and the authority he had over the devil (Luke 10:1–23). But Jesus got him to confess three times with his mouth that he loved Jesus more than everything. He told him to tarry in Jerusalem until he received the infilling of the Holy Spirit (Luke 24:49; Acts 1:4, 5), after which he was able to challenge the Jews from whom he had fled (Acts 2:14–40), and later even gave his life as a martyr to follow Jesus.
