Let God Arise
God Has Arisen in Christ

Psalm 68:1 Let God arise, Let his enemies be scattered; Let those who hate Him flee before Him (NKJ).

God’s enemies attack Him and His purposes with man on the basis of the Law that is broken. His enemies are scattered because of what Christ has done.
Colossians 2:13–15. And you who were dead in trespasses and in the uncircumcision of your flesh (your sensuality, your sinful carnal nature), [God] brought to life together with [Christ], having [freely] forgiven us all our transgressions, having cancelled and blotted out and wiped away the handwriting of the note (bond) with its legal decrees and demands which was in force and stood against us (hostile to us). This [note with its regulations, decrees, and demands] He set aside and cleared completely out of the way by nailing it to [His] cross. [God] disarmed the principalities and powers that were ranged against us and made a bold display and public example of them, in triumphing over them in Him and in it [the cross] (AMP).
Verse 13: God has forgiven all your trespasses, both now and forever.

Verse 14: He has taken the handwriting against us and cancelled (AMP) it.
The Law shows us our sinful nature and rightfully declares us under the curse of the Law. This curse in Deuteronomy 28 is:

We Do not Live under the Law

Firstly: Why would I need the help of the Law when I am forgiven?

Secondly: The Law makes me so guilty on so many charges and so clearly puts me under the curse of the Law, which is manifest in all my own handwriting against me, that Jesus took it away, nailing it to the cross so that I need not be guilty in my love relationship anymore.

The Curse is Broken
The Law that cried out against us was cancelled and with it every curse that came from broken law. 

Galatians 3:13: Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having  become a curse for us (for it is written, “Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree”) (NKJ).
Let God Arise to Cancel Debts
Considering that Jesus cancelled our debt completely, why do we end up being indebted to others, in regard to what we should be or do for them, or materially or financially?

HOW CAN WE ENCOURAGE AND HELP ONE ANOTHER TO BELIEVE GOD TO CANCEL OUR DEBTS?
Encouragement for Debt Cancellation Faith
Jude 17–22. But you, beloved, remember the words which were spoken before by the apostles of our Lord Jesus Christ: how they told you that there would be mockers in the last time who would walk according to their own ungodly lusts. These are sensual persons, who cause divisions, not having the Spirit. But you, beloved, building yourselves up on your most holy faith, praying in the Holy Spirit, keep yourselves in the love of God, looking for the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ unto eternal life. And on some have compassion, making a distinction (NKJ, emphasis ours).
Does praying in the Spirit build my faith, or do I pray in the Holy Spirit because I have increased my faith?

Romans 8:26. Likewise the Spirit also helps in our weaknesses. For we do not know how we should pray as we ought, but the Spirit Himself [helps us by] makes intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered [which are hard to articulate] (NKJ).
Ephesians 6:18. … praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, being watchful to this end with all perseverance and supplication for all the saints (NKJ).
We have lost the art of praying through in the Holy Spirit.
