Romans 5:5. Such hope never disappoints or deludes or shames us, for God’s love has been poured out in our hearts through the Holy Spirit Who has been given to us (AMP).

Seeing that Galatians 5:6 says that faith works by love, is motivated and expresses itself by love, ought we not to have more faith and confidence in God?
Love through Relationship

How can you love someone who you have not met and/or with whom you have not kept up a regular relationship? Is Jesus and his love real to you daily?
Should we work on being constantly aware of His love? If so, how should we do it?
Are you aware that the wrath of God abode on you until you accepted His sacrifice for you?
Loving God and Your Brother
Can you love God and not your brother?
1 John 2:9–11. Whoever says he is in the Light and [yet] hates his brother [Christian, born-again child of God his father] is in darkness even until now. Whoever loves his brother [believer] abides (lives) in the Light, and in It or in him there is no occasion for stumbling or cause for error or sin. But he who hates (detests, despises) his brother [in Christ] is in darkness and walking (living) in the dark; he is straying and does not perceive or know where he is going, because the darkness has blinded his eyes (AMP).
1 John 3:15, 16. Anyone who hates (abominates, detests) his brother [in Christ] is [at heart] a murderer, and you know that no murderer has eternal life abiding (persevering) within him. By this we come to know (progressively to recognize, to perceive, to understand) the [essential] love: that He laid down His [own] life for us; and we ought to lay [our] lives down for [those who are our] brothers [in Him] (AMP).
Important Question
How should this love be manifested in our lives?

I spoke to a godly pastor in Gauteng today who told me how his spiritual sons have left and run so-called Encounter weekends in the facility that he used to use with them. They claim to be in relationship with God and loving him and doing His will. Is this how God operates, and why are such things prevalent in the church?
We thank God for the men and women whom God has put around us who love God, sacrificially and love us, being totally committed to us and one another.
