God’s Presence and Success
Genesis 39: 2, 21. The Lord was with Joseph, and he was a successful man; and he was in the house of his master the Egyptian (NKJ).

The Lord was with Joseph and everything he did succeeded while he was in the house of his Egyptian master. Joseph refused to allow Potiphar’s wife to seduce him long before the law was given, because the Lord was with him to guide him in this matter.

Genesis 39:21. But the Lord was with Joseph and showed him mercy, and he gave him favour in the sight of the keeper of the prison (NKJ).

The Lord was with Joseph in prison so that he prospered and was the favourite of the prison warden.

God Says

Hebrews 13:5. Let your character or moral disposition be free from love of money [including greed, avarice, lust and craving for earthly possessions] and be satisfied with your present [circumstances and with what you have]; for He [God] Himself has said, I will not in any way fail you nor give you up nor leave you without support. [I will] not, [I will] not in any degree leave you helpless nor forsake nor let [you] down (relax My hold on you) [Assuredly not!] (AMP).

Matthew 28:20. “…lo I am with you always, even to the end of the age.” Amen (NKJ).
John 14:16–18. “And I will pray the Father, and He will give another Helper, that He may abide with you forever—the Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it neither sees Him, nor knows Him; but you know him, for He dwells with you and will be in you. I will not leave you orphans; I will come to you” (NKJ).
2 Timothy 2:22. The Lord Jesus Christ [is] with your spirit; the grace [is] with you! Amen (Young’s Literal Translation).
