Passover
The Midnight Hour
The death angel came at midnight.

Amos 8:9, 10. “And it shall come to pass in that day,” says the Lord God, “That I will make the sun go down at noon, And I will darken the earth in broad daylight; I will turn your feasts into mourning, And all your songs into lamentation; I will bring sackcloth on every waist, And baldness on every head; I will make it like mourning for an only son, And its end like a bitter day” (NKJ).

The darkness speaks of the awfulness of sin and God’s judgment. It also speaks of the conditions in the world when the final judgement comes i.e. in the last days.

The midnight came as Jesus our Passover lamb was nailed to the cross for us. It happened while He took all the judgement for the whole world upon Himself. The payment was complete.
The Egyptians Spoilt
Read Exodus 12:31–36 and 40–42.

This passage tells of how the Israelites spoiled the Egyptians and took back all that they had stolen from them as slaves for all those years.

They went with enough pure gold and silver to build the fabulous ark and tabernacle in which the Lord was to dwell. The wealth was first used in service of the Lord.

Deuteronomy 28:7. “The Lord will cause your enemies, who rise against you to be defeated before your face; they shall come against you one way and flee before you seven ways” (NKJ).
This is when you hear and obey the Lord.

Principalities and Powers Spoilt
Colossians 2:15. And having spoiled principalities and powers, he made a show of them openly, triumphing over them in it (KJV).
Jesus spoiled the principalities and powers for us on the cross just as the Jews did to the Egyptians. We therefore need to demand back what the devil stole from us.

Psalm 105:37, 38, 40–42. He also brought them out with silver and gold, And there was none feeble among His tribe. Egypt was glad when they departed, For the fear of them had fallen upon them. … The people asked, and He brought quail, And satisfied them with the bread of heaven. He opened the rock, and water gushed out; It ran in the dry places like a river. For He remembered His holy promise, And Abraham His servant (NKJ).
