1.
Prophet
•
A designer and rebuilder of lives.

Problem: Fractured relationships.

2.
Servant (Deacon) 

•
An administrator e.g. in ushering, counting offerings, security, guarding cars, maintenance of the church and school facilities.

•
Living the principle of authority in these things and walking in dominion.

Problem: Walking with a victim spirit.

3.
Teacher
•
One who teaches people how to fulfil God’s principles and become responsible.
Problem: A religious spirit which causes you to teach a principle harshly while neglecting other principles which should all lead to a greater relationship of love and obedience to the Master. This is found where certain religious practices are enforced, but God’s perfect will is ignored.


4.
Exhorter
•
One who teaches people the principle of reality, embracing the pain of what it takes to sow in the hope of reaping a good harvest.

Problem: The stronghold of a cult of comfort with no confrontation.


5.
Giver
•
One who walks in faith.
Problem: The stronghold of ownership. Your giving does not give you the right to usurp authority as if you still own your gift.

6.
Ruler
•
One who gives life and brings up sons or daughters so as to delegate authority to them.

Problem: A predator spirit. This is when a person dominates instead of giving life and thus uses people for personal gain.


7.
Mercy
•
Pleasing God, not man, with acts of mercy. Don’t be trapped into ministering what people demand or manipulate you into, but show the mercy that will bring godly fruit.
Problem: Self-gratification.
