Giver: Operates in the principle of sowing and reaping, managing everything he has, because it belongs to God.

Ruler: Mentors others into godly rulership that enforces the will of God, not man’s will.


7.
Mercy: The gift of those who care for the broken and those who are battling and destitute, but is careful to only show mercy by the leading of the Holy Spirit.
