Read Numbers 13:27–33

Q.
Why did the Israelites decide not to go into the Promised Land? 

A.
They believed the report of ten spies.
Q.
Could they go back to Egypt, and if not, where would they have to stay? 

A.
In the light of what happened, there is no way they could go back to Egypt safely, which meant they had effectively decided to stay in the wilderness.

Q.
What miracles had they seen God do?

A.
They saw Him turn a stick into a snake which then ate other snakes, the ten plagues, the parting of the Red Sea, the destruction of the Egyptian army, various battles won, the giving of the Ten Commandments, heard HIm speak audibly, etc.
Q.
Why did the Israelites effectively decide to stay in the wilderness?

A.
They saw themselves as slaves who could not overcome.

Read Genesis 3:17–19

Q.
What is a consequence of this curse on our ancestor Adam?

A.
We will be obsessed with the dust (Hebrew: aphar). This means that those under the curse will focus on what is physical and superficial and on earning a living to survive. This curse was been broken over us who are saved, but it has shaped our mind and the world in which we live. Too often we think in terms of the flesh and not in terms of spiritual things, just like the Israelites.

What was God’s response to the Israelites’ decision to stay in the wilderness?

A.
See Numbers 14:10–12.
Q.
What is in us that is hostile to God, causing us to focus on the dust?

A.
Read Romans 8:6, 7.
Q.
What do we have to do to throw off thinking that prevents us from doing God’s will?
A.
Romans 12:2.
Q.
How are our minds transformed?

A.
1 Corinthians 2:15, 16. We have received the mind of Christ. We need to believe that we … hold the thoughts (feelings and purposes) of His heart (v. 16, AMP). God’s word is an expression of his mind. We need to get God’s word in our heart by hearing it through preaching and by studying it. We also need to make a decision to apply it to our lives.

What are God’s plans and thoughts for us?
