Covenant Meal
As the year is drawing to a close, let us share the covenant meal together. Cell Leaders are to prepare matzos or bread and grape juice for this cell meeting.

Read 1 Corinthians 11:17–34

The Corinthian church had missed the whole point of communion. They saw it as a meal, similar to the Passover meal. Their interest was in the food, not the ceremony with the bread and wine. Jesus emphasised the emblems, because it is these that signify what He did for us on the cross. They remind us of His commitment to us and the immeasurable grace of God that was displayed towards us through it.

Grace and Factions

1 Corinthians 11:18. For in the first place, when you assemble as a congregation, I hear that there are cliques (divisions and factions) among you; and I in part believe it, For doubtless there have to be factions or parties among you in order that they who are genuine and of approved fitness may become evident and plainly recognized among you (AMP).
If we grasp grace, we will grasp our unity with Christ. But grace will also help us to have unity with one another, having no divisions and factions among us. It is interesting to note that factions have a purpose. They cause those with the genuine love of God to be recognised.
